1: Remove the left-side platform hand railing, the SMV sign and the
lower step assembly. PIC: 1.

2: Dismantle each step from end plates. Install new vertical end plates.
PIC: 2.

3: Install horizontal plates to bottom step using 3/8” carriage bolts &

lock nuts. PIC: 3. Make sure that the stops on the horizontal plates are
towards the inside. PIC: 4.



4: Attach step assembly using %" x 1” bolts & lock nuts. PIC: 5. Do not
over-tighten. The step should be able to swing upwards to allow access
to rear hitch. PIC: 6.
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5: Position frame weldment on main JD frame under steps. PIC: 7.
Using frame weldment as a template, mark holes. Drill 11/16” holes.
Mount frame weldment with 5/8” x 10” bolts, flat washers & lock
nuts. Tighten securely.

6: Mount post & transport bracket as shown above. PIC: 8
Tighten securely

7: Remove cap from the top of the post. Slide the swing arm onto the
post making sure not to damage the plastic sleeve. Re-attach the cap.
Tighten securely. Slide the wedge lock receiver into the end of the
transport bracket. Do not tighten. PIC: 9



8: Remove cap for the bottom of the swivel bracket on the auger. Slide
the swivel bracket into the swing arm making sure not to damage the
plastic sleeve. Re-attach the swivel bracket cap. PIC: 9




9: Swing auger into the transport position. Slide the tab on the
underside of the auger into the wedgelock receiver. Adjust height of
the wedgelock receiver and tighten collar. Tighten bolt on the
transport bracket to secure the wedgelock receiver.

10: Attach hopper making sure not to over tighten. Should be able to
rotate for transport and cleanout.

11: Attach downspout. Secure through handle with chain
and snap lock.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS:
Loosen lock bolt on transport bracket and the swing arm. Swing the

auger into filling position so that the downspout reaches both seed
hoppers.

Before transporting, make sure both lock bolts are tight. Rotate hopper
to keep rain out.
