= After hydraulic lines are connected, run auger empty to ensure the flighting is rotating in the
proper direction. (if ran backwards, damage may occur)

» Auger should be empty when moving or transporting.

»  Hydraulic oil leaking under pressure can cause injury. Make sure all hydraulic connactions are
tight. Before disconnecting hydraulic lines, relieve pressure.

* Do not adjust, clean or service auger while it is running.

* Keep all safety shields in place. Replace any safety decals that become lost or damaged.
* Do not operate the auger in a manner that it was not intended for.

*  When transporting, always keep auger in its lowest position.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR 18 * SINGLE AUGER SEED-FILL
CIH 1240 PIVOT PLANTER

1: Remove lower two 1/2” bolts from tank frame as shown in PIC: 1.
2: Attach main transport frame on the outside of tank frame using the

above 2 Bolts. See PIC: 1 (Longer bolts are supplied to be used if
necessary). Finger tighten.

PIC:1

3: Mount main frame to the angled seed box frame. See PIC: 2.
Butt main frame up to the transport frame already mounted. Finger
tighten.

4: Attach swing arm transport bracket to the main frame using the
main transport bracket (already mounted in step 1) as the backer
plate. See PIC: 3. Tighten securely. Next tighten main frame
followed by the 2 bolts removed in step 1.

5: Slide swing arm onto main frame until it rests on plastic washer.
Make sure not to damage the plastic sleeve inside swing arm tube.
See PIC: 3

6: Mount transport sub-frame and wedge lock receiver. See PIC: 4
Tighten securely

7: Remove cap on bottom of swivel post attached to auger frame.
Insert into swing arm then replace cap and tighten. See PIC: 5

8: Full frame kit. See PIC: 6



9: Attach hopper making sure not to over tighten. Should be able to
rotate for transport and cleanout.

10: Attach telescopic downspout. Secure through handle with chain
and snap lock.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS:

Loosen lock bolt on transport bracket and remove lock pin on the swing
arm. Swing auger into filling position so that the telescopic downspout
reaches both seed hoppers.

Before transporting, make sure both the lock bolt is tight and that the
lock pin is in place. Rotate hopper inward.

A directional valve fitting can be installed to restrict the auger from running in the reverse direction. This valve should be
installed on the return line, between the valve on motor and the tractor. Thread is %” NPT. RECOMMENDED FOR
AUGERS THAT SHOULD NOT BE RUN IN REVERSE, AS IT MAY CAUSE DAMAGE TO THE FLIGHTING.
