1: Remove fertilizer hopper lids prior to auger installation. Adjust the 3" fertilizer hopper frame so that
the extra frame is inward. See picture below.

2: Drill 17132' holes 2" & 4" end to centre. See picture below.

3: lt may be necessary to grind or score the 2Tr" post to match the seam on the inside of the 3"

hopper frame. lnsert posts and sure wilh Yr" bolts, washers & lock nuts.

4: Attach the crossarms to the posts so that the bottom of the crossarms are approximately 4" above
the fertilizer hoppers.

5: Remove clamp bands from the cross auger. Slide bottom half of clamp bands onto the crossarms,
positioning them directly above the centre of the fertilizer hoppers.

6: Position cross auger so that the drops are above the three openings in the fertilizer hoppers

7: With all parts properly positioned, attach the top half of the clamp bands and tighten all bolts &
nuts.
