o  After hydraulic lines are connected, run auger empty to ensure the flighting is rotating in the
proper direction. (if ran backwards, damage may occur)

e Auger should be empty when moving or transporting.

e Hydraulic oil leaking under pressure can cause injury. Make sure all hydraulic connections are

tight. Before disconnecting hydraulic lines, relieve pressure.

Do not adjust, clean or service auger while it is running.

' SEED FILL CROSSAUGER MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR
15' & 20' John Deere 750 / 1560 / 1590 Drill

Set crossauger on closed lid of drill, end of motor should be even with end of
seed tank.

On 15' drills locking post (17 / 17A) is mounted on left side and regular post (18 / 18A)
on right. On 20" drills locking post (17 / 17A) is mounted on left side and 2 non locking

posts (18 / 18A) on center and right side.
NOTE: MAKE SURE UPRIGHT POSTS ARE PERFECTLY PLUMB

Remove adjustable stops (15) and slide crossarms (11 & 12) onto upright posts making
sure plastic washers (6) and plastic sleeves (16) are in place. The guide bushing
(13) may need to be turned to allow guide to fit between lock pins on crossarm on

locking post.
Set auger on crossarms making sure plastic dises (10) are on bolts before going

through holes in crossarms. (Loosening of clamp bands may be necessary).
Tighten nut on bolt until it is up against crossarm. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN.

Mount adjustable stops (15) loosely.

Swing auger as far as needed to clear the hopper lid, set adjustable stops against
crossarms, then tighten. ‘

Swing auger to filling position so that crossarms are at 90° to the auger tube, then
tighten %" bolt on guide bushing.

Swing auger back and forth a few times to check for proper alignment.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR VERTICAL AUGER
JOHN DEERE 750 / 1560 / 1590 DRILL

Install vertical auger frame weldment post (7) to 4" x 6" frame using 1/2" x 8 1/2" bolts,
nuts, lock washers and backer plate.  (Fig. 1)

NOTE:
To determine position, measure from inside of wheel frame to center of frame weldment

post. (15'-201/2" and 20" - 34").

Mount stabilizer mounting tab bracket (51) on outside of wheel frame using existing
2 bolts and nuts.  (Fig. 2)

Attach stabilizer brace ( 49/50 - outer) to tab on frame weldment post and the other end
to the stabilizer mounting tab (51) with 3/8" x 1 1/4" bolts and lock nuts.

Slide the swing arm (2) onto the post, take caution not to damage plastic
sleeve (1) inside 2 1/2" x 10" bushing. (Fig. 1)

Mount auger by inserting the pivot support tube (52) into the swing arm (2), install
pivot support collar (53) and attach with a 3/8" x 2" bolt and lock nut. (Fig. 3)

Install the transport bracket (10) on R.H. side of weigh bar.
Place auger in transport bracket wedge lock receiver (9) and tighten using lock

bolt (5) as well tighten the lock bolt (5) on the swing arm. Rotate hopper to
eliminate dirt and water buildup.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Release lock bolts on transport bracket wedge lock and swing arm. Swing auger
into filling position so that auger spout is directly over crossauger fill hopper.

NOTE:
Before transporting, make sure both the wedge lock and swing arm lock bolts
are tightened.
