PLUMBINC SUGGESTIONS:

The vertical auger can be plumbed lndependent of the 2 cross augers to allow it to run off a
secondary tractor or a separate set of remotes (lf available).
The vertical auger and the two cross augers can also be plumbed in series to operate off one
set of remotes. The pressure line from the tractor should run to the pressure port on the
vertical auger flrst. The return line from the vertlcal auger should run to one of the cross
augers, becoming its pressure line. The return line from that cross auger should now run to
the second cross auger, becoming lts pressure line. The return llne from the second cross
auger should run back to the tractor.
The valve system on our augers is a by-pass style. When the valve is open the ollflows
through it and the auger does not run. When the valve is closed the oil is forced through the
motor causlng the auger to run. This allows for the vertical auger & elther cross auger to run
while the second cross auger remains off.
Plumbing in series may requlre a quick disconnect in the hose that runs from the vertlcal
auger to the first cross auger to allow for the folding sequence.
